Thank you to all members of the Brookfield State School commu-

nity who worked in so many ways on this year’s show. Members of 

the Show Society, people setting up events, stalls, exhibitions, and 

all those who attended and enjoyed the weekend, thank you! 
 

I felt particularly honoured to be a special quest at this year’s 

show in order to officially open the show on Saturday evening. In 

researching about the show, I learned that the first Brookfield 

Agricultural Show was held on Wednesday 20 July in 1910. The 

first show was opened by Mr Denham MP, (Lands Minister at the 

time who went on to become a Premier of Queensland). Mr Denham 

was quoted in the Brisbane newspaper as saying he was surprised 

by the vigour and enthusiasm of the people in the area. 700-800 

people attended the first show and, up until that day, Mr. Denham 

had believed Brookfield was a “dead part of his electorate”.  
 

It is obvious to me that the enthusiasm and vigour in this commu-

nity is stronger than ever in 2009! With 100 years of Brookfield 

Show next year, plans are already underway for special celebra-

tions during this wonderful community event. 
 

Cake Stall 
 

The vigour and enthusiasm of Brookfield families, children and 

staff was very evident this year by the enormous response we 

received for the school cake stall. A very, very big thank you to 

Kim Bishop (Georgia 2A) who volunteered her time and energy (and 

great cooking ability) to run this year’s school stall.

Seminar 
 

Stressful and challenging situations are part 

of life. People who are resilient are able to 

cope, adapt and grow when faced with 

stressful situations.  This 90 minute seminar 

will provide parents with strategies and 

ideas to help their children become more 

resilient.  Parents will be introduced to the 

six building blocks of resilience and practi-

cal ways of incorporating these ideas into 

their everyday interactions with their chil-

dren. Dr Helen Stallman is a clinical psy-

chologist and lecturer at QUT. Her current 

research work includes the promotion of 

positive outcomes for parents and children 

following divorce, student resilience and 

web-based interventions.  
 

She is author of a book and peer-reviewed 

papers on various topics in the fields of 

parenting and student wellbeing.
