The two courts have been located in a previously unused area of the school grounds. They have now become a wonderful asset for our school.
Students from Year 6/7 are currently organising a lunchtime inter-house netball competition for the children in Years 4 - 7 which will be a fun
competition that highlights the value of the courts.

Special guests at the opening were Mrs Paula Sale, past P&C President and the person who wrote the grant application for the courts, and Mr
Randolf Wirkus who volunteered his time to the Brookfield P&C Association to manage the construction of the courts. Thankyou Paula and
Randolf for your hard work and vision for this project.

Also acknowledged during the opening ceremony was the Gambling Community Benefit Fund which supported our application and provided
funding of $33,000 for this project. The Gambling Community Benefit Fund is a wonderful community support group that assists community
groups with funding to enhance their facilities. The support given by the Gambling Community Benefit Fund enabled our school P&C Associa-
tion to achieve this project. Without their support we would not have the new courts. Also noted during the opening ceremony was the fact that
over the past few years the Gambling Community Benefit Fund has been extremely supportive of applications from our school. Approximately
$100,000 has been granted to our school to install a climbing playground next to our oval, cricket practice nets and play equipment in the Junior
Playground. Our Senior Concert Band, lead by Mr Damon Lougheed also performed to celebrate the opening of our courts.

Uni of NSW International
Competitions and
Assessments for Schools -
Science

Last week all students who participated
in the 2008 Uni NSW International Com-
petitions and Assessments for Schools —
Science, received certificates and a stu-
dent report on our Senior Assembly.

In total 78 Brookfield students from Years
4-7 participated. Of these 5 students
achieved High Distinction, 5 students
achieved Distinction and 27 achieved
Credit levels. This is almost half of the
students who participated receiving re-
sults in the top 36% of the State. Results
are awarded in the following way:

High Distinction - the top 1% of entrants
in each year level in the state. Distinc-
tion - the next 10% of entrants in each
year level in the state. Credit — The next
25% of entrants in each year level in the
state. Top results at Brookfield State
School are listed in an Honour Board
elsewhere in this newsletter. Special
congratulations go to the five students
who achieved High Distinctions — Yr 7
Andrew MacDonald and William Toft; Yr
5 Alexander Thomas; and Year 4 Jeremy
Hunt and Lena Separovich. Overall the
performance of Brookfield students was
very high. The results show our Year 7
students performed significantly higher
than state average in the tests from years
3 - 12. Congratulations Year 7. Our Year
5 and Year 4 results also indicate that our
students overall performed higher than
the state average for the same year level.
Congratulations to all students who par-
ticipated. A special mention must go to
our classroom teachers and Mrs Cathy
Wheatley and Ms Belinda Moon who are
our specialist teachers for Science. You
will no doubt have heard the stories from
your children about the wonderful les-
sons these two teachers provide. Than-
kyou!

Recreation and Leisure
Program

This week all children in Years 4-7 will
have received a notice about our 2008
Recreation and Leisure Program (yellow
paper). The Recreation and Leisure Pro-
gram is a program designed to educate

our students about the range of activities
available for recreation, leisure, relaxation,
stress release, etc in their teenage and adult
lives. The range of activities we offer is very
broad and costs range from free school-
based activities to high cost options like
horse care and ice-skating. We believe
that it is important for children to have
knowledge about and experience of
different sport and leisure based pro-
grams.

the traditional inter-school sport program
which involves school teams competing
against each other in a rostered program.
Thanks to Mrs Jodie Drew (6/7) for co-
ordinating another wonderful program this
year with a great range of options. As you
discuss preferences with your child, please
consider your ability to assist with transport
of children to and from the venues.

Each child is invited to submit his/her prefer-
ences by this Friday 8 August. Preference
will be given to Year 7 students first and then
preferences will work down the school year
levels to Year 4. This ensures that children
will get their first preference by the time they
reach Year 7 if not before. (Interestingly, in
most years the preferences sort out in such a
way that the majority of children end up with
their first preference.)

Please do not send any money at this stage.
We will bill you when we know what activity
your child will be participating in. Children
will not be able to attend their first day if they
have not paid prior. We will notify you of
your child’s activities next week.

Safety Concern

We are seeking your support in NOT sending
ring-pull cans of food to school in children’s
lunch boxes. In previous newsletters we have
made this request as children in the past
have received serious cuts to their hands
from the sharp sides of the metal lids.

A current trend has arisen with the Home
Brand cans of tuna/salmon. We have
found that the rings of these cans break
away when the child tries to open them.
Please NO RING-PULL CANS at school. If your
child really enjoys the fish or baked beans,
please decant into a plastic container before
sending to school.

Volunteers in our Tuckshop will not open
these cans in the future. The Tuckshop is
often under staffed and the volunteers do not
have the time to open cans.

Our Tuckshop staff have also requested that
children do not bring food to school and ask

for it to be heated at the Tuckshop. There
are workplace health and safety rules
about serving hot food. Our Tuckshop
can not provide this service for food
made off the premises. Thankyou.

OneSchool Release One

What does OneSchool mean for you as a
parent/guardian?
As your child progresses through the Queen-
sland Education system, you have had to com-
municate the same information about your
child to each school they are enrolled in and
to each of your child’s classroom teachers.
OneSchool will end the need to repeatedly
complete forms and have conversations to
supply the same information.
The student record will include current and,
in time, historical information about specific
learning needs, academic records, behav-
iour records, attendance and extra-
curricular participation.
Through this student record, teachers will be
able to easily access student information
when and where it is needed. It will be the
most current and the most complete record of
information available. The teacher will be
able to use this information to make more
informed decisions about curriculum plan-
ning and resourcing which will result in the
enhancement of your child’s learning.
