Garden Works 
 

Returning from the holidays, it is a real pleasure to walk around our 

school grounds and look at all the improvements with tidy gardens 

and grounds. We are so thankful for the enormous amount of work 

that Mrs. Caroline Vassie has put into this project. Mrs. Vassie 

offered her knowledge, skills and time to clean up gardens, weeds, 

lop trees, prune and generally tidy up our school grounds. She is 

also assisting with an ongoing plan for maintenance of our grounds. 

A huge thank you to Adam Priddle who has been employed by our 

school to assist with the clean-up, and to groundsman, Malcolm 

Leaman, who assisted with the work at the end of last term. We 

are now keen to keep the clean-up project going and move into 

other areas of the school.  
 

To ensure that the tidiness of our school is maintained, we will 

have a “crack down” on expectations and behaviours of our chil-

dren. At a special assembly yesterday morning, we talked to the 

children about treating our school and grounds with respect and 

care. The children were told not to walk/run through garden beds 

(names will be entered in Blue Folders if seen in garden beds – 

three times in folder in fortnight = lunchtime detention). All chil-

dren were reminded about putting litter in the rubbish bin and 

each class will be given an area of the school grounds to keep clean.  
 

We are asking all parents to help our efforts and set good exam-

ples for their children. Please do not walk through/cut through 

garden beds, use the pathways. (The drain in front of our school 

library is NOT a pathway, parents are often seen walking along this 

drain, please don’t use it as a short-cut and use the concrete walk-

ways). If you walk past litter, please model a good example for your 

child and pick up the litter and put it in the bin. If we all work to-

gether, we can keep our school looking clean, tidy and well loved.

10pm. The children were wonderful and set-

tled quickly and quietly into their rooms.  
 

The accommodation was very good, with boys 

and girls  housed in  neighbouring  dorms in 

rooms of four to six,  Mrs. Kenworthy, Ms. 

Kuth and Mrs. McDonald had rooms in the 

girls’ bunkhouse, while Mr. Pritchard and Mr. 

Skehan had rooms in the boys’ bunkhouse. 

Parents were accommodated in cabins close 

by.  
 

The children were extremely well behaved. I 

am proud to congratulate them all and proud 

to lead this great school. Not only was their 

behaviour  outstanding,  but  our  children’s 

courteous manners and very intelligent ques-

tions were commented on by presenters in 

nearly all venues we attended during the trip. 

It was obvious to me, that our children had 

been very well prepared in their learning be-

fore attending the trip. In most programs, 

the group leaders asked questions of our chil-

dren, for example, questions about Federa-

tion, democracy, the House of Representa-

tives (how many members are there in the 

House  of  Reps?  What  are  these  people 

called? What do these people do? What is the 

preferential voting system? etc.). I was ex-

tremely impressed by how many children could 

answer these questions and how well  they 

answered. 
   

In the new Parliament House, we had the 

pleasure of meeting with our Federal Member 

for Ryan, Mr. Michael Johnson. Michael gave 

the children a drink and muesli bar, talked 

with them, answered their questions, and then 

came up onto the roof of parliament house for 

photos with the children.
