Our Junior Carnival, on Tuesday morning, focussed on ensuring 

the participation of every child in a fun and active way.  The chil-

dren participated in a rotation program through a series of games 

and activities planned to put into practice, skills the children have 

learned in weekly physical education sessions.  We also wanted all 

children involved, rather than sitting on the hill all day watching 

other children participate.  We were delighted to see so many 

parents at the carnival.  There was an enormous amount of positive 

feedback from parents about - all children participating; 

fun, not competitive; parents being able to be close to 

children; a short carnival for younger students; and use 

of the Brookfield Showgrounds. 
 

Our Senior Carnival, on Wednesday, was a competitive 

carnival that was fun and encourages all children to partici-

pate but has a major focus on identifying skilled student athletes 

to go onto District, Zone and potentially State level in any particu-

lar event. The Carnival was a wonderful success.  Children in House 

colours, war-cries, team spirit, great sportsmanship and students 

with outstanding skills in various track and field events.  Again, we 

were delighted with the large parent attendance.  The Brookfield 

Showgrounds is bigger than our school oval which enabled us to 

have a 200 metre event without having to run around the oval 

more than once.  Events flowed smoothly, House Teams cheered, 

shade was provided by Chapel Hill SS; Moggill SS;  Southern Cross 

Hire; staff; parents; and the Brookfield P & C Assoc.  Thankyou 

all.

Brookfield SS Social Skills Program 
 

Thankyou to all the parents who have contacted me since receiving 

my letter last Friday, about plans for our school Social Skills Pro-

gram. The letter outlined plans by our staff, for the imple-

mentation of a social skills program across all year levels. 

We have been quite overwhelmed by the very positive 

feedback from parents, many of whom have thanked us 

for planning such a program for their children, others 

who have asked if possible, to fit programs in this year for 

Year 4 and 5 children.  It is always pleasing to receive positive 

feedback from parents. 
 

In an information session for parents which I held on Monday 

morning, I outlined the research our staff has undertaken to iden-

tify social skills programs for use with our children. Such programs 

need to assist children to acquire the knowledge, attitudes and 

skills to: 

� Recognise and manage their emotions; 

� Set and achieve positive goals; 

� Demonstrate caring and concern for others; 

� Establish and maintain positive relationships; 

� Make responsible decisions; and  

� Handle interpersonal situations effectively. 

 

Research has also helped us to understand that effective Social 

Skills programs need to be: 

� Sequenced: the program should apply a planned set of ac-





tivities to develop skills sequentially 

in a step-by-step fashion; 

� Active: the program should use active 

forms of learning such as role-plays 

and behavioural rehearsal with feed-

back; 

� Focused: sufficient time should be 

devoted exclusively to developing 

social and emotional skills;  

� Explicit: the program should target 

specific social and emotional skills. 

As a result, we have identified the “Friends” 

program and “Rock and Water” program for 

implementation at Brookfield SS. All staff 

will be trained in Friends on the pupil free 

day in October. The Rock and Water pro-

gram will be implemented for boys in Years 

4-7. This program covers topics: 

� verbal and emotional expression; 

� identity development; 

� physical boundaries and personal 

safety; 

� emotional and behavioural regulations; 

� skills required to respond to and man-

age aggressive tendencies in both 

themselves and others. 

The Rock and Water concept: the tough, 

immovable ‘rock’ attitude verses the mobile, 

communicative ‘water’ attitude. This concept 

is developed and applied through physical, 

mental and social levels. Some low level mar-

tial arts is used in this program to help edu-

cate boys about body  and emotional aware-

ness and this awareness is developed into 

self-awareness. Parent information sessions 

about both these programs will continue to 

be offered so that parents can use the same 

terminology and strategies at home with 

their children. 
 

Special Guest Information Evening 
 

Please note on your calendar – Prof. Paula 

Barrett, author of “Friends” program, will 

present an information session next Tuesday 

28 evening in our hall at 7pm. Prof. Barrett is 

a recipient of the Telstra Queensland Busi-

ness Woman of the Year award. She is a most 

knowledgeable and dynamic speaker. It is very 

difficult to obtain Prof. Barrett’s services so 

it is a real bonus for Brookfield that she is 

able to join us. Our school will pay the cost of 

Prof. Barrett’s presentation (Prof. Barrett 

asks for a donation into a charity organisation 

as her fee for the session). This session will 

run from 7pm to 9pm and I have no doubt, all 

parents attending will find the session inter-

esting and useful. School staff are attending 

and I encourage all parents to attend what-

ever the age of your child. (Wear warm 

clothes, our hall is cold.) An RSVP slip is in-

cluded in this newsletter so we can gain an 

indication of the number of people attending. 
 

Sex Education Classes 
 

Each year the Brookfield 

SS P & C Association or-

ganises information eve-

nings for parents and stu-

dents in Years 4-7. These 

evenings are conducted by 

trained staff from Centrecare in Brisbane. 

The evenings provide information about 

changes our children are experiencing as they 

move towards, or through, puberty. The eve-

nings are VERY informative and useful and 

provide parents with knowledge and terminol-

ogy to help talk with their children through 

the coming years.  

All children and their parents are invited to 

the sessions. A small donation of $5.00 per 

family is invited to help cover the cost of the 

evening. Where possible, we encourage dads 

to attend with their sons and mums to attend 

with their daughters (though this is not es-

sential but an adult is required to attend with 

each child). Years 6 and 7 students will have 

their session on Wednesday 29 July and 

Years 4 and 5 students on Thursday 30 July. 

Sessions will be held in our hall starting at 

7pm. A letter has been sent home to all fami-

lies in Years 4-7 with more information. 
 

Year 6/7 Canberra Trip 
 

As you are all aware, our Year 6 and 7 stu-

dents attended a wonderful, exciting and 

educational trip to Canberra at the end of 

last term. This trip is subsidised by the Fed-

eral Government. The subsidy is through a 

scheme called PACER (Parliament and Civics 

Education Rebate) The scheme is designed to 

assist all children to attend the trip and re-

quires attendance at a number of educational 

centres in Canberra (eg Parliament House, 

Electoral Education Centre, War Memorial). 

The subsidy for children living in Brisbane is 

$60.00 per child and is deducted in advance 

from the cost of the trip.  I wish to acknowl-

edge the important role of our federal gov-

ernment in setting up this subsidy scheme to 

assist all families in Australia to access the 

quality educational programs in Canberra. 

Our trip was a huge success. The children 

are still talking about it as they write re-

counts of the trip (two recounts of venues 

attended and one recount of the whole trip) 

and complete their Scrapbook record of their 

experiences.

We are very fortunate to have such well 

behaved children at our school and such sup-

portive families who work with the school 

where necessary. Brookfield SS has a strong 

reputation in our community and is the school 

of choice in the western suburbs of Brisbane 

because of the work our teachers do and the 

positive behaviour of our students. Often 

parents relocate their children from other 

schools to Brookfield SS so that their chil-

dren will get the support they need.
